  B.  Im__________ –“afterward that which is spiritual” 

 

  C.  I___________ – “such are they also that are heavenly” 

 

III.  Effigies – “There is a spiritual body”                         (vs. 48-49)   
 

The body will be:                  
 

A. S__________ - “As the earthy, such they also that are earthy” 

      

B. S__________ – “as we have borne the image of the earthly” 

  

C. S__________  –“we shall also bear the image of the heavenly”
